Code of Conduct

For a player:

As a player participating in the Lakeview Community Association sports I agree to the following:
· I will always try to have fun

· I will always give my best effort

· I will play by the rules

· I will show respect  to the coaches, parents, and other players

· I will display sportsmanship

· I will keep myself (and others) safe

· I will remember that winning isn’t everything – having fun, improving skills, making friends and doing my best are more important

For parents:

· Please try to get your child to practice and games on time.  This can be difficult at times and impossible at other times, but it’s hard to conduct practice or get ready for games when players continually arrive late.  If you know your child will be late or will not be able to make it to practice or game, please let the coach know in advance if possible.

· Get involved.  This may be helping out at practices/games or just playing in the back yard.  Kids love it when their parents are involved.  Repetition is also crucial for skill improvement.  There simply isn’t enough organized practice times for the kids – they need to work on the skills they learn at practice at home also.

· Encourage good sportsmanship by demonstrating positive support for all players.  Please cheer for your child during games, but try to keep from yelling instructions to them from the sidelines.  Remember, this is their opportunity to enjoy playing the game.  Much of the fun is lost if their Mom or Dad is always yelling instructions.

· Please let the coach know if there is a problem with anything or if your child is unhappy about something.  They want to know if there is a problem right away.  With this age group, very small things can cause a child to be upset.  These problems can usually be fixed very easily if they know about them.

· Safety is a primary concern.  Unfortunately, the coach cannot watch every child every second.  If you see any situation that you believe is a safety concern, please step in right away and help.  Make sure you follow up with the coach so they know what has happened. 

Reminders:

· Do not force your child to participate in sports - The child plays sport for his/her enjoyment, not yours;

· Encourage your child to play by the rules;

· Encourage that “doing your best” is as important as winning;

· Offer praise for competing fairly and trying hard;

· Never ridicule or yell at your child for making a mistake;

· Children learn by example – applaud good plays/performances by both your child’s team and their opponents;

· Support all efforts to remove verbal and physical abuse from children’s sporting events;

· Respect and show appreciation for volunteer coaches who give their time to provide sport activities for you children.
